The Look Out Discovery Centre Trip – Year 2 

On Friday 2nd May 2025, our Year 2 pupils embarked on an 
exciting adventure to The Look Out Discovery Centre in Bracknell. 
The trip was packed with hands-on activities that brought science 
to life in the most engaging way! From launching rockets and ex-
perimenting with forces to exploring the light and sound zones, 
pupils were able to apply their classroom learning in a real-world 
setting.
They also enjoyed interactive exhibits that demonstrated the pow-
er of water, air and movement, making scientific concepts fun 
and accessible. Beyond science, the day included time outdoors, 
where pupils explored the natural surroundings, spotting wildlife 
and learning about habitats and ecosystems. It was wonderful to 
see their enthusiasm as they made connections between what 
they’ve studied in class and the world around them. A huge thank 
you to the staff who helped to make this trip such a success! 
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 The Nursery pupils have returned to school after the Easter holi-
days and jumped straight back into various activities. The children 
used the interactive whiteboards to practise writing different 
sounds they have learnt, engaged in sensory play using the sand-
pit and soft foam, and attempted various mathematics games to 
develop and reinforce basic numeracy skills. They were all thrilled 
to return to Nursery and were ecstatic to see their friends!
